Ann Bury was nominated by Allie Fellows and seconded by Mary Pennel and thereby voted to be a non-officer committee member.

Minutes of last AGM these were agreed.
Matters arising: there will not be a charge levied to attend meetings.  Thanks were expressed to Help the Hospices (HtH) for the use of the venue. 
Treasurers Report
£2,000 has been received from HtH for the Association

The auditors have approved the financial records

Confirmation of new name – National Association for Palliative Care Educators (NAPCE) This was agreed.  Noted that the old name will be used on some documentation until changes formalised with the Charity Commission
PCEIG Education Positions Statements to be confirmed

· Assisted Dying Bill – The Midlands Group suggested amendments which were agreed
· Advanced Communications Skills Education – Allie Fellows updated members regarding her recent communication with Nan Newbury and the Cancer Action Team.  Issues raised included the need to focus on sustainability given current funding is very short term.  Agreed AF to be spokesperson on this topic.  Group to offer to meet with Mike Richards.  To encourage the Cancer Action Team to map out what Advanced Communication Skills training already exists appreciating some cancer networks have started to do this
Feed back from regional groups

Eastern Region:  

· 13+ members, meets 4x per year

· Needs to write Terms of Reference linked to the national T of R, welcomed T of R from other groups and grateful for those of Midlands group

· Will nominate second representative to ensure deputy always available for national meetings if needed

· Group dissatisfied with progress of Advanced Communication Skills national programme

· Welcomes a more sophisticated website with chatroom facilities

· Welcomes the fees to roll over 12 months irrespective of month joined

· Key issues for discussion include how the tariff reimbursement for independent hospices will affect education departments, the inclusion of competencies in the development of education material

Midlands Region:

· 30 – 35 members, meets quarterly with guest speakers

· Have explored the position statements and submitted alterations 

· Tacit support for the national group

· Key issues for discussion include workload, HEI’s, Hospice, Tariff issues, anomalies in pay differentials 

· would want to raise the profile of the association and make links with other organizations

· Aware the association needs a strategy to attract independent practitioners - ? mailshot and press release – suggested that a couple of articles submitted to IJPN

· Recommends the means of joining must be simple – were reassured that this would be the case once HtheH took over the administration.

Yorkshire Region:

· 20+ members

· Have discussed the position statements

· Eager for a national group

Feedback from the executive
· One of 13 National Professional Associations (NPA) affiliated to HtH.  LF invited members to submit items/issues to be discussed at next NPA meeting. 

· HtH will take over the management of the website and membership arrangements presently.  Website to have a chatroom facility.

· The £10 joining fee will continue for forthcoming year – to be reviewed at next AGM

· Members to suggest ways to increase the profile of the Association 
Conference 2007 planning
Four members of the Eastern Region have volunteered to co-manage the conference.  JAS to confirm with them that the national group welcomes them taking this forward. 

Priorities for the group
Those present formed 3 groups to propose priorities:

Setting competencies for palliative care educators before anyone else imposes them on us
Creating a ‘core’ job description for guidance of local posts

Skills for Health – we should have a voice re educator’s posts

Bulletin Board to host issues such as where to seek funding

Influence the national pre-reg palliative care content on all professional disciplines curriculum

Develop relationships with AHP’s, children’s hospices, mental health, radiographers & medics etc
Establish palliative care education, especially in the independent sector, as a core service

Influence policy not just respond to policy

Medical education does have a voice – strengthen the voice re other disciplines
Consider the competence of educators who do not work clinically
